Finely argued and meticulously researched and anno-
tated, Virtues and Divine Commandments, the second 
of two volumes, considers the structures of the moral 
order and its concrete values – the virtues, divine com-
mandments and principles of social ethics, including 
justice, from a Bahá’í perspective. 

Includes an appendix on art and morality and cor-
respondence with the Universal House of Justice on 
issues considered in the book.
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
